· Collaborate with production team to develop a clear vision of technical needs and how these needs can be accomplished within the limitations of the performing space.  This includes overseeing the many complex pieces of a production – including script, actors, technical components (set, costuming, lights, sound, props), choreography and music – to ensure a unified whole.

· Adhere to the rehearsal schedule as collaborated with the Music Director and Choreographer in order to ensure the production will be ready for presentation on time.
· Work creatively within the production budget

· Provide individual assistance to cast members in developing their characters when necessary
· Communicate regularly with cast and crew members and proactively address their concerns as well as keep the producer informed of any concerns with how the show is progressing
· Understand and support all guidelines of Theatre Guild of Simsbury 
· Attend all rehearsals and performances as scheduled.

· Have an active voice at auditions for casting the show
· Attend any board or production meetings as needed
